Information for Event Volunteers

Friday Jan 20 evening (Set up and Car Registration, 6:00 – 8:00 PM)

All set up and preparation is a team effort and we will rotate as necessary, but here are some of the jobs and tentative assignments:

Registration Team – xxxx, xxxx - responsible for check-in, weighing, and conformance to rules on duty during Friday and early Saturday morning. MUST be familiar with rules and fairly yet firmly apply them.  Official check-in is Friday 6:00 – 8:00 PM.

Pit Crew
- xxxx   - Set up pit area to receive registered cars
Track Team
- xxxx, xxxx, xxxx, xxxx, xxxx, xxxx – setup and test race track, electronics and audio-visual

Concessions 
- xxxx - set up the concessions stand and get ready for Saturday

Also: Staging Crew, Start and Finish Officials, Race Manager and the M/C have to get familiar with the race routine on Friday and rehearse their roles.

Saturday Jan 21 (8:30 AM to about 12:00 PM)

Master of Ceremonies  -  Rhoades - open the event, have some jokes and pinewood trivia ready to fill dead time, promote concessions, run awards ceremonies, close the event.  (Race results are announced by the electronic timer and on the projector).

Registration & Pit Crew  - xxxx, xxxx, xxxx – before race begins weigh & check-in remaining cars, assist with pit area; during race allow only repairs necessary to keep running; set up & take down pit area

Start Official
 xxxx - reset start gate, assist scouts with car placement, signal heat ready, role-sharing with the staging crew who are lining up the racers in advance of their heat.

Finish Official
 xxxx - assist at the finish line, ensure cars are returned to the “parking lot”

Race Manager
 Greg Ansley - operate the timer and race management equipment, generate heat schedules etc.

Staging Crew  
 xxxx, xxxx, xxxx to check out cars from “parking lot” and get scouts ready in advance of their heat. The heats will go pretty fast so we’ll need the next 2-3 heats always lined up and ready.

Concessions 
 xxxx - sell at the concessions stand and get the concessions food/beverage ready before the event starts

Crowd Control
 Den Leaders - or parent per den, help maintain control, and keep scouts engaged; set up Den Pits

Clean-up 
 All Scouts
The volunteers will not have to judge finishing order and placement of racers, this is done automatically by the electronic timer, which also announces the results.

Den leaders will be judges for design trophies.
